MOCA can also host a variety of performing arts events.

MOCA is conveniently located in the heart of the Virginia Beach resort
district, just six blocks from the oceanfront on Parks Avenue and I-264.
The Museum is also directly across from the Virginia Beach Convention
Center and the Visitor's Center. Two parking areas provide free, on-site

parking. All areas are handicap accessible.

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rodriguez pavilion

This beautiful addition showcases a sparkling 16-foot Dale Chihuly
chandelier, which shines as a beacon for your event or reception. The
1,600-square-foot space is versatile and equipped with a separate out-

door entrance, a coat check area, restrooms and a catering area.

atrium

The expansive 4,800 square-foot atrium features a vaulted ceiling, sky-
light, mahogany trim, and live trees. A flexible floor plan can accommo-

date an intimate event for 35 or an extravagant gala for 350.
